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CAPILANO SEE RED AS VIKES WIN 44-3
Few would have predicted the Vikes crushing Capilano and ending their historic undefeated CDI Premier League run.
With their lineup reinforced by their returning Canadian Sevens stars, the Vikes disposed of an undermanned Capilano side at Wallace Field by a score of 44-3. 
Capilano were first to get on the scoreboard as they slotted an easy three points deep in the Vikes’ half after UVic was penalized for a breakdown infraction.  
Nathan Hirayama would respond through converting two consecutive penalties before the Vikes found their stride. What appeared to be a Ben Grant try was called back as he dove on a deflected charge down only to have the referee send the Vikes back to the twenty-two. 
Neil Meechan would make no mistake just minutes later as he broke through to have the Vikes leading 11-3. Hirayama was in fine form as he made good on a difficult conversion to have the Vikes up 13-3. 
Capilano would respond through some ruthless work at the breakdown pounding away at UVic’s forwards. After an impressive effort that saw the ball passed through several Capilano hands, a crucial try was called back as the touch judge approached referee Scott Johnson to penalize the visitors for foul play. 
Capilano’s Glen McKinnon was sent packing with a red card for booting UVic’s John Moonlight and put them on the back foot for the remainder of the match. 
The Vikes then found their rhythm as several returning players made their presence felt. UVic’s Dave Spicer made his first appearance since October and relieved much of the defensive pressure through several clearance efforts. 
Canadian Seven’s speedster John Moonlight was able to connect with a charge down as the hefty 184 cm forward sprinted past several tacklers to make it 18-3. Phil Mackenzie was next to break the undermanned Capilano line and with Hirayama’s precise kicking; UVic was leading 27-3 before Capilano would receive a yellow card. 
With a two-man advantage the Vikes continued to force their way through as Pat Riordan took a quick penalty tap and threw himself over for another try. Shortly after, Hirayama successfully completed the difficult conversion, and slotted another penalty to lead 37-3. 
As frustrations mounted and the clock wore out, UVic’s Tommy Hartlin ran in and questionably touched down for another try. After several protests for a knock-on as Hartlin went over, the try was awarded much to the distaste of the visiting crowd. 
Hirayama kicked the final conversion to pull off an impressive 44-3 victory. 
UVic’s Dave Spicer commended the team on their efforts and spoke of what a difference it made for the squad to be at full strength. 
“It was the first time we had a lot of the boys back. When we’ve had [the] group it’s a really good team - it’s too bad sevens and fifteens kind of decimate us in the second half of the season but it's a really good way for us to finish.”
UVic’s Coach Doug Tate was impressed with the win and the return of centre Dave Spicer but said Capilano’s red card played a huge part in their victory. 
“They pushed us pretty hard at the beginning of the game,” Tate said before adding, “I thought defensively we played well and having Dave Spicer back, he made some massive clearing kicks... I thought things were going well and then just before the half a real big turning point of the game was them having a player that was red carded. We started supporting the ball well and we moved them around and I thought we executed well in the second half. “
